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1 Introduction
It was agreed to have a UE based solution where “UE is allowed to retransmit after HO”.
There were 3 main possible solutions discussed during the offline discussion.  These are captured below.

1.1 Option 1:

After successful handover, the UE is allowed to retransmit the [x] (i.e. same contents) provided that the last transmission was performed before handover.
Details of how this option works: the expectation here is that UE implementations will use either

1. a timer based to decide whether to retransmit after HO

2. based on whether the UE is happy with the configuration provided.  (This can lead to a situation where the network and UE are not synchronised on the state. ) 

1.2.1 Option 2a

This option is a variation of option 1.  It provides more specific UE behaviour for IDC:

IDC:

If the current RRC configuration is not preferred, the UE may retransmit the IDC indication with the same content provided that the last transmission was performed before handover.
