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Discussion and decision
1 Introduction

This contribution discusses the handling of the deprioritisation information upon PLMN selection, and proposes that the UE releases this information (i.e. same handling as for the dedicated priority information).

2 Discussion

During the RAN2-79b meeting RAN2 agreed to introduce a means by which E-UTRAN can configure the UE to deprioritise a frequency or the E-UTRA RAT upon RRC connection rejection, i.e. as follows:

	Agreements
1
We add an indication in the RRCConnectionReject to make the UE to consider the current carrier frequency to have lowest priority.

2
The indication also allows to deprioritize all E-UTRAN frequencies (additional bit to indicate whether only the current E-UTRAN frequency or all E-UTRAN frequencies)

3
We add a configurable timer (T325) determining how long UE deprioritizes the current carrier or all E-UTRAN carriers




In our understanding RAN2 has not discussed what the UE should do with the deprioritisation information upon PLMN selection. We would like to note that 36.304 specifies that upon PLMN selection the UE shall delete the cell reselection priority information provided by dedicated signalling (see the following extract from 5.2.4.1):
It should be clear that this text does not apply to the depioritisation information, because also the first bullet is not applicable to the deprioritisation. We think that some specification is needed to avoid that due to deprioritisation information the UE is not able to find a better PLMN/ the home PLMN. We see 2 potential options:
a) 
Ensure the depioritisation is only applicable to the frequencies owned by the operator assigning the deprioritisation
· - 
This approach means that upon receiving a deprioritisation for E-UTRA, the UE should only apply it for the frequencies broadcast by the cell in which the reject is received
b) 
Clear the depriorisation upon PLMN selection
Option b seems simplest. Moreover, it seems to be most in line with the agreements, as well as with the handling of the dedicated priorities. Hence, our proposal is as follows:

Proposal
Specify that the UE clears the deprioritisation information upon PLMN selection

3 Conclusion & recommendation
This paper discusses the handling of the deprioritisation information upon PLMN selection. RAN2 is requested to conclude the following proposal:

Proposal
Specify that the UE clears the deprioritisation information upon PLMN selection

If RAN2 agrees to the above proposal, it is requested to also review and conclude the corresponding CR in [2].
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The UE shall delete priorities provided by dedicated signalling when:


the UE enters RRC_CONNECTED state; or


the optional validity time of dedicated priorities (T320) expires; or


a PLMN selection is performed on request by NAS [5].
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
