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1 Introduction

In the RAN2#80 meeting, it is agreed that 

	The NW is responsible for fulfilling QoS contracts. PPI does not in any way impact the QoS contracts. That means, even if the UE indicates PPI=lowpowerconsumption the UE may assume that the NW provides an appropriate QoS level.

In this paper, we propose to add text in TS 36.300 [1] and TS 36.331 to capture the above agreement. 
2 Proposed Change in Stage 2 text of 3GPP TS 36.300
The PPI related text in the current version of 36.300 is as follows:
16.3
UE assistance information for RRM and UE power optimisations
In order to optimise the user experience and (for instance) to assist the eNB in configuring connected mode parameters and connection release handling, the UE may be configured to send assistance information to the eNB comprising:

· UE preference for power optimised configuration (1 bit):
· When this bit is sent by the UE, the UE shall set this in accordance with its preference for a configuration that is primarily optimised for power saving (e.g. a long value for the long DRX cycle or RRC connection release) or not

· The details regarding how the UE sets the indicator are left to UE implementation

The network response to the UE assistance information is left to network implementation.

We propose to add the following text in Section 16.3 in TS 36.300 in order to clarify that the QoS contract between the UE and network will not be affected by the PPI.
Change 1: [3]
“The network response to the UE assistance information is left to network implementation. The eNB should ensure that appropriate QoS level for GBR traffic is provided in spite of power preference indication.”
3 Proposed Change in Stage 2 text of 3GPP TS 36.331 [2]
We propose to add the following text in Section 5.6.10.2 in TS 36.331 in order to clarify that the QoS contract between the UE and network will not be affected by the PPI.

Change 2: [4]
5.6.10.2
Initiation

A UE capable of providing power preference indications in RRC_CONNECTED may initiate the procedure in several cases including upon being configured to provide power preference indications and upon change of power preference.

Upon initiating the procedure, the UE shall:

if configured to provide power preference indications:

2>
if the UE did not transmit a power preference indication since it was configured to provide power preference indications:

3>
initiate transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message in accordance with 5.6.10.3; 

2>
else if the current power preference information is different from the one indicated in the last transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message; and timer T340 is not running:

3>
initiate transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message in accordance with 5.6.10.3; 

2>
else if the UE had transmitted a power preference indication during the last 1s preceding reception of the RRCConnectionReconfiguration including mobilityControlInfo:

3>
initiate transmission of the UEAssistanceInformation message in accordance with 5.6.10.3 upon handover completion
Note:  If the UE has any established GBR bearers, powerPrefIndication set to lowPowerConsumption is disregarded by the network in order to ensure QoS guarantees.

4 Conclusion
In this paper, we propose changes to clarify the text in TS 36.300 and TS 36.331. These changes are for ensuring that the QoS contract between UE and network is not affected by the PPI in any way. 
Change 1: TS 36.300, Section 16.3 [3]
“The network response to the UE assistance information is left to network implementation. The eNB should ensure that appropriate QoS level for GBR traffic is provided in spite of power preference indication.”

Change 2: TS 36.331, Section 5.6.10.2 [4]
Note:  If the UE has any established GBR bearers, powerPrefIndication set to lowPowerConsumption is disregarded by the network in order to ensure QoS guarantees.
Proposal 1: Propose to accept the changes in CR R2-130557 [3] and CR R2-130558 [4]. 
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
