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Discussion and decision
1. Discussion/Proposal
In RAN2#81 meeting, the following agreement was made for MIMO layer capability signalling [1].

	=>
A UE not supporting CA and supporting MIMO layers according to its category does not need to include the supportedBandCombination IE. A UE supporting CA or more MIMO layers than implied by the category (only possible from TM9) as well as all Cat. 6-8 UEs shall include the IE and shall fill it as agreed in the last meeting.


The remaining part out of this discussion seems whether a Carrier Aggregation UE of Cat. 1-5 shall always include non-CA band combination to signal MIMO layer capability for each supported band.
It is our understanding that the non-CA band combination signalling in SupportedBandCombination “allows” the UE to provide MIMO layer capability that is different from what is defined for the UE category. So there is no need of mandating Carrier Aggregation UEs of Cat. 1-5 to always include non-CA band combination for each band.
Proposal:

It is proposed to clarify that if no non-CA band combination is indicated by the UE of a Rel-8/9 category (Cat. 1-5), the number of layers for spatial multiplexing according to the UE category is assumed.
The corresponding CR to TS36.306 is provided in [2].
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
