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1. Overall Description:

A new Study Item on ‘RAN aspects of Machine-Type and other mobile data applications Communications enhancements’ was agreed at RAN#59, with RAN2 as primary responsible group. As part of the study, RAN2 should respond to a LS from SA2 (in S2-130645) on some RAN-impacting solutions that have been proposed by SA2 in their corresponding Work Item and included in TR 23.887.

RAN2 has started to review these solutions and already verified that some of them might only impact RAN2, many of them will likely impact both RAN2 and RAN3 and a few of them will only impact RAN3.

The solutions that are expected to impact only RAN3 are:
· “Stateless Gateway for cost efficient transmission of infrequent or frequent small data”, described in section 5.1.1.3.4 of TR 23.887 v0.8.0.
· “Optimized Service Request procedure for UEs with a single bearer”, described in section 5.1.1.3.8 of TR 23.887 v0.8.0.
For the solutions impacting both RAN2 and RAN3, RAN2 intends to continue the evaluation with the intention to possibly down-select the number of options and then narrow down a future request for feedback to RAN3. 

On the other hand, RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to start evaluating the two solutions listed above (with no impacts to RAN2 but only to RAN3) and to provide feedback on the type and amount of impacts and on the applicability.

2. Actions: 

To RAN3:

RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to provide input as requested above.
