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1. Overall Description
RAN2 thanks to SA2 for their LS on eNB UE Inactivity Timer Definition and the Usage in R2-130917/S2-231527.
During RAN2 #81bis meeting, RAN2 discussed two questions in the LS and would like to provide the following answers.

Q1. 
Does the eNB take SRB activity into consideration when the eNB decides to request the MME to release the S1 connection due to user inactivity?

RAN2 answer: Inactivity timer is an implementation specific timer and its behaviour is not specified in the 3GPP RAN2 specifications. Therefore, whether eNB takes SRB activity into consideration when the eNB decides to request the MME to release the S1 connection due to user inactivity or not is an implementation issue. Also, to RAN2’s understanding, eNB is not aware of the contents of the NAS messages in the SRBs. 
Q2. 
For the case of S1 release due to user inactivity, do RAN specifications allow the eNB to release the RRC Connection with the UE before it receives S1 release command from MME?

RAN2 answer: RAN2 felt that this question should be answered by RAN3.
