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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for the LS on UE SCell activation delay in CA. RAN2 considered that the shorter UE SCell activation delay than the UE SCell activation delay specified in the minimum requirements   was useful and got the below agreement: 
1) UE shall start CQI reporting for the SCell at N+9 subframe when UE receives an activation command for a secondary cell in subframe N. A fixed value e.g. OOR is reasonable implementation for reporting  when there are no valid CQI measurements
2) UE shall start PMI/RI/PTI reporting for Scell at n+9 subframe, and the ENB can ignore them before the available CQI value is received. (UE implements which value is chosen.)
3) SRS is transmitted after SCell is activated
4) UE starts Deactivation timer at n+9 subframe, the timer value is not shorter than 25ms.

2. Actions:

RAN2 would respectfully ask RAN1 to take the above RAN2 agreement into account and change RAN1 specification.
