1 Introduction
In the last RAN2 #81bis meeting, different use cases for a given scenario were provided in detail, and finally captured in the TR [1]:
	The following use cases should be considered in this study:

A. UE is within UTRAN/E-UTRAN coverage, is using 3GPP and goes into WLAN AP coverage 

B. UE is within UTRAN/E-UTRAN and WLAN coverage, is using WLAN and goes out of WLAN AP coverage 

C. UE is within the coverage area of both, UE using WLAN, all or a subset of the UE’s traffic should be routed via UTRAN/E-UTRAN instead   

D. UE is within the coverage area of both, UE using UTRAN/E-UTRAN,  all or a subset of the UE’s traffic should be routed via WLAN instead 

E. UE using both accesses and should be connected to only one (WLAN or UTRAN/E-UTRAN) or some traffic should be moved to the other access


Case A and B are two essential mobility scenarios that should be considered in this SI. For completeness, in this contribution we provide some more.
2 Discussion
2.1 Use case 1: UE using both accesses, and goes from one 3GPP cell to another. 
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When the WLAN is deployed at the edge of coverage of two 3GPP cells, the UE may experience a HO or cell reselection procedure in the 3GPP network while keeping a connection to the same WLAN AP.
2.2 Use case 2: UE using both access, and goes from one WLAN AP to another. 
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If two WLAN APs (may or may not belong to the same WLAN) under coverage of the same 3GPP cell have overlapping coverage, a UE in this area may switch from one AP to another while maintaining its connection to the same 3GPP cell.

2.3 Use case 3: UE using both accesses, and goes from one 3GPP cell to another, along with from one WLAN AP to another. 
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If two WLAN APs at the edge of coverage of different 3GPP cells have overlapping coverage, a UE in this area may switch from one AP to another while at the same time experience a HO or cell reselection procedure.
