subframe = gapOffset mod 10;

Both specifications uses ‘starts’ but not aligned with each other.In 36.133, the measurement gap starts at the end of a certain subframe while it starts at the beginning of the next subframe in 36.331. 
To align the both specification, 36.331 should only say which subframes corresponding to the measurement gap instead of specifying when the measurement gap starts.
