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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA2 for their LS (R2-13xxxx/S2-133863) on ‘UEPCOP considerations’.

From the SA2 LS, RAN2 is asked to conclude whether there is enough benefit of extending DRX up to 10.24s and to decide whether extending the DRX beyond 10.24s can be supported from RAN perspective in Rel-12. RAN discussed the issue at RAN2#83bis meeting and came to the conclusion as below: 

RAN2 concludes that Extended DRX up to 10.24s is not able to enhance the power saving; instead it increases the power consumption due to the need for reading SIBs and possibly cell (re)selection before a paging occasion. To improve this drawback, if SIB modification period needs to be extended, this will have undesirable impact to non-MTC UEs or will have negative impact to paging capacity.
Also RAN2 thinks that extending DRX beyond 10.24s brings too much impact to RAN side, including PO/PF calculation considering SFN limitation, mobility management, measurement requirements and paging handling etc. Considering the required specification efforts, RAN2 suggests not specifying extended DRX within Rel12 time frame.  
Thus, RAN2 would like to inform to SA2 that RAN2 will not spend more time to discuss eDRX in Rel-12 as the benefit of extended DRX is not well justified considering the complexity.
