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Introduction
In this document, we provide work plan and way forward for progress of the study on Smart Congestion Mitigation in E-UTRAN.
Proposal for way forward
For progress of this study, RAN2 should propose to take into account the followings:

· Operators supporting this study think that voice prioritization is the most important aspect of this study, even though another aspect in this SI is also important to operators [1].
· Operators that already deployed VoLTE, e.g. SKT and LG Uplus, measured congestion problem in real networks and want to implement a solution as soon as possible [1].

· Several companies provided contributions to RAN2#83bis with more concern or focus on voice prioritization for this study [2][3][4][5][6] and even TEI12 [7].
· RAN2 has limited time for REL-12, considering discussion on time unit evaluation in RAN#60.
Considering those points above, we propose that RAN2 should discuss the key issue on prioritization of mobile originating MMTEL voice, i.e. normal MMTEL voice and evaluate solutions with the highest priority of this study. And, we propose that RAN2 further discuss the other SCM issues on the RAN2 email reflector before concluding a solution for MMTEL voice prioritization.
Proposal 1: RAN2 should discuss the key issue on mobile originating MMTEL voice prioritization and evaluate solutions with the highest priority of this study.
Proposal 2: RAN2 further discuss other SCM issues in email discussion on the RAN2 email reflector.
In addition, considering operators’ need for voice prioritization, the target of this SI should be realizing a relevant solution in REL-12. Namely, RAN2 should take into account realization of each solution within REL-12 when RAN2 evaluate solutions for voice prioritization.
Proposal 3: RAN2 should take into account realization of solutions within REL-12 for evaluation of voice prioritization solutions.
Proposal for work plan

Considering proposed way forwards, we propose that RAN2 agree the following work plan for this study:
RAN2#83bis

· Agree TR structure

· Capture voice prioritization issue in TR

· Start to discuss solutions for voice prioritization

Email discussion after RAN2#83bis

· Evaluate each solution aiming at voice prioritization

· Verifying issues on other SCM issues than voice prioritization

RAN2#84
· Make a conclusion for voice prioritization
· Start to discuss solutions for other SCM issues than voice prioritization.

Email discussion after RAN2#84

· Evaluate each solution aiming at other SCM issues
RAN2#85
· Evaluate each solution aiming at other SCM issues

· Make a conclusion for other SCM issues

Note that if a solution for voice prioritization is simple enough to be specified in REL-12, RAN2 should consider specify the solution under TEI12.
Conclusion
In conclusion, we propose the followings for way forward of this study:
Proposal 1: RAN2 should discuss the key issue on mobile originating MMTEL voice prioritization and evaluate solutions with the highest priority of this study.

Proposal 2: RAN2 further discuss other SCM issues in email discussion on the RAN2 email reflector.
Proposal 3: RAN2 should take into account realization of solutions in REL-12 for evaluation of voice prioritization solutions.

Based on this way forward, we propose that RAN2 agree the work plan described above.
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
