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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 is discussing the inter-eNB CA as solution in the Rel-12 study on Small Cell Enhancements. RAN2 also discussed the some general frameworks and reached the following agreements:

· The maximum total number of serving cells per UE is 5 as for carrier aggregation.
· The maximum number of TAGs per UE is [5] as for carrier aggregation.
· Carrier aggregation is supported in the MeNB and in the SeNB, i.e., the MeNB and the SeNB may have multiple service cells for a UE.
· In Dual Connectivity a UE is connected to one MeNB and one SeNB.
· A TAG may only comprise cells of one eNB.
· [Frame timing and SFN are not always aligned across MeNB and SeNB, (not support cross carrier scheduling across serving cells in different eNB)]
· [At least one UL CC is configured in each eNB for inter-eNB CA.]
Unlike Rel-10 CA, RAN2 assumes that frame timing and SFN are not always aligned among the serving cells, because the configured eNBs may not be synchronized. However, RAN2 is not sure whether there will be some issues from UE implementation perspective under such assumption.
2. Actions:

RAN2 respectively asks RAN4 to study whether there will be a potential issue from UE implementation point of view, if we assume that frame timing and SFN are not always aligned across MeNB and SeNB.
