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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT1 has discussed CRs that would add a new indication to ATTACH REJECT and TRACKING AREA UPDATE REJECT messages that contain EMM cause #15 (No suitable cells in tracking area). On receipt of such a message containing the new indication, then all TAs of the PLMN would be considered as "forbidden tracking areas for roaming", but not all TAs of the PLMN would be explicitly added to the list of "forbidden tracking areas for roaming". The new indication could be used in situations where the user has a subscription that does not allow use of LTE, or where the user is roaming in a VPLMN that does not have an LTE roaming agreement with the HPLMN. CT1 has not yet concluded its discussion of this topic.
CT1 notes the definition of suitable cell as specified in TS 36.304 includes the condition:

The cell is part of at least one TA that is not part of the list of "forbidden tracking areas for roaming" [4], which belongs to a PLMN that fulfils the first bullet above;

CT1 would like to ask RAN2:

(1) whether there would be any access stratum impact to enable all TAs in a PLMN to be considered as "forbidden tracking areas for roaming"?
(2) whether RAN2 would see the need to make any change to their specifications?
2. Actions:
