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1. Overall Description:

3GPP RAN2 has the case where the UE would be required to consider that all TAs of the PLMN would be considered as "forbidden tracking areas for roaming". RAN2 also discussed a possible small change to the RAN2 specification 36.304 that would clarify the UE behaviour in the case that the UE has to consider all TAs of the PLMN as forbidden. RAN2 can answer the questions as follows.
Question (1)

whether there would be any access stratum impact to enable all TAs in a PLMN to be considered as "forbidden tracking areas for roaming"?
RAN2 considers that degree of impact will be implementation specific and if there is impact it will be likely very small.
Question (2)

whether RAN2 would see the need to make any change to their specifications?
Having considered the possible change to the specification 36.304, RAN2 considers that the specifications as a whole (i.e. both AS and NAS specs) would be sufficiently clear without any need the changes.
