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1. Introduction
Last RAN2#83bis Ljubljana meeting discussed based on [R2-133555] about list of prepared cells in the context of Network assisted Re-establishment solutions for HetNet Mobility. No conclusion could be made because there were discussions related to handover.
Hereby we propose that this mechanism be used also in the context of Handover to address the HO failure rate problem. 
2. Discussion

Network assistance information towards UE is anyway needed to address HetNet mobility issues because the UE does not know about the location of small cells within the macro cell. So the network has to be in control of UE behavior at least to transfer UE context timely otherwise the UE reestablishment would fail.
The section discusses how Network assistance information towards UE would help to address the various issues on HetNet mobility i.e. mobility robustness and improved recovery from RLF. 
On the Network Assisted Re-establishment solution direction, the Network configured candidate of (prepared) cells for re-establishment would be helpful to increase the probability of re-establishment success in order to decrease the SI acquisition time as per previous meeting documents. 
It can be noticed that such solution can also be applicable to improve the handover mobility robustness where upon timely measurement report from the UE, the source eNB would prepare multiple cells and notify such cells to the UE without waiting for the Handover Command from the target cells as such the handover preparation procedure would not need to be impacted. 

Using such list if the handover to the first cell from the list fails, then the UE can fallback to another cell of the list and so perform HO Complete instead of performing RRC connection reestablishment on this other cell.
Hence we would like to make the following proposal:
