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1 Introduction
This paper discusses initial aspects of MDT for MBMS.
2 Discussion
MBMS reception by the UE can be performed both in Connected Mode and Idle Mode, and the UE may switch between Idle and Connected mode triggered by other events during a MBMS session. The MBMS reception is assumed to be mostly independent of Connected / Idle States. 
Thus to extend MDT to support MBMS there would be a couple of high level alternatives: 

1.  Support MDT for MBMS in both Idle and Connected modes, by logged MDT in Idle and Immediate MDT in Connected. 

2.  Support MDT for MBMS in both Idle and Connected modes, by logged MDT. 

3.  Support MDT for MBMS only in Idle Mode, by logged MDT. 

Alt 1: logged MDT in Idle and Immediate MDT in Connected

Impact: 

·  Logging of MBMS measurements to be specified. 

·  Measurement reporting in connected mode to be specified, for the MBMS measurements, only for the purpose of MDT.
Alt 2: Idle and Connected modes, by logged MDT
Impact: 

·  Logging of MBMS measurements to be specified. 

·  Need to specify logged MDT in connected mode

· Positioning is currently different for immediate/connected mode MDT and logged/idle mode MDT

· eNBs would need to keep track of logged configuration. Handling of configuration in the UE might be different. 

· When to indicate presence of logs would be different.

Alt 3: Only Idle Mode, by logged MDT
Impact: 
· Logging of MBMS measurements to be specified. 

Proposal 1: Collection of MBMS measurements in Idle mode by logged MDT shall be supported.
