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1 Introduction
In RAN2 #84 meeting, enhanced DRX operation was discussed [1], and it was agreed as follows:

Agreement

Agree to introduce a mechanism to switch to Long DRX cycle.
In this contribution, we further discuss how to send the UE immediately into the Long DRX cycle. 

2 Discussion and Proposal
The legacy DRX Command MAC CE is used to send the UE to the Short DRX Cycle, which is specified by the LCID (=11110). The UE can transit to Long DRX Cycle only after the drxShortCycleTimer expires.

In order to send the UE immediately into the Long DRX Cycle, there can be two alternatives: using a new Long DRX Command MAC CE or using two legacy DRX Command MAC CEs.

Using Long DRX Command MAC CE:
Define a new MAC CE, called Long DRX Command MAC CE, to send the UE directly to the Long DRX Cycle. The UE enters Long DRX Cycle if the Long DRX Command MAC CE is received. 
Using two legacy DRX Command MAC CEs:
Reuse legacy DRX Command MAC CE, but the UE behaves differently according to the number of DRX Command MAC CE in a MAC PDU. If the UE receives a MAC PDU including two DRX Command MAC CEs, the UE enters the Long DRX Cycle. Otherwise, if the UE receives a MAC PDU including one DRX Command MAC CE, the UE enters the Short DRX Cycle as the legacy DRX operation.

From technical point of view, there is no big difference between using a new Long DRX Command MAC CE and using two legacy DRX Command MAC CEs. However, we think using a new Long DRX Command MAC CE has following drawbacks.

· A new MAC CE should be defined.

· A new LCID value should be allocated for the Long DRX Command MAC CE.
· Lack of backward compatibility because the legacy UE cannot interpret the Long DRX Command MAC CE and discards the MAC PDU if the Long DRX Command MAC CE is included.
Though using two DRX Command MAC CEs affects the UE behaviour, it could be simply specified in the MAC specification, as shown in [2]. Moreover, since the legacy UE can interpret each of the DRX Command MAC CE, there should be no backward compatibility issue.
Proposal 1. If the UE receives two DRX Command MAC CEs in a MAC PDU, the UE uses Long DRX Cycle.
A related CR is provided in [2].
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
