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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-132239 (R4-134256) on relaxed performance requirement, for which RAN4 have provided initial responses on R4-136951. In RAN#70, RAN4 has carried out further extensive analysis of the issues raised by RAN2 in their LS in RAN4#70, and would like to provide further response on the issues.

RAN2’s Question 1

Would it be feasible to define new measurement performance requirements for measurements used for offloading purposes (or other purposes where relaxed performance requirements compared to REL-11 requirements are applicable)?

RAN4 Response: 

Yes. It would be feasible to define new measurement performance requirements for measurements used for offloading purposes with relaxed performance requirements. 

In addition, RAN4 has narrowed down two candidate measurement gap patterns for realizing relaxed performance requirements from RAN4 viewpoint:

· Using existing measurement gap pattern with existing measurement gap repetition periods (UE decides on how exactly to do the measurements to comply with the requirements). (Note: This approach was identified in R2-132239 (R4-134256)) and develop relaxed RRM requirements in RAN4.

· A new burst type measurement gap pattern as presented as shown in the following figure and develop relaxed RRM requirements in RAN4:
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Figure 1 : Burst measurement gap pattern
However, RAN4 could not reach the agreement on which of the measurement gap patterns should be selected for realizing relaxed performance requirements.

2. Actions:
To RAN WG2: RAN WG4 respectfully asks RAN WG2 to take into consideration of the above responses, and  make the final decision on the measurement gap pattern realizing relaxed performance requirements..
