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1. Introduction
This paper attempts to discuss a possibility to support TDD-FDD CA with earlier release ASN.1.
2. Discussion and proposal
RAN1 informed by their LS that the current RRC signaling is sufficient to enable TDD-FDD CA configuration as well as UE capability signaling [1]. Although RAN2 has yet to discuss C-plane impacts on TDD-FDD CA, no additional impact from Rel-10/11 would be foreseen. With regards to U-plane aspects, the potential impacts would be the definition of PDCCH-subframe and HARQ RTT timer in the MAC specification as explained in [2]. 
Due to these observations, Rel-10/11 ASN.1 could be reused for the implementation of TDD-FDD CA. On the other hand, the UE supporting TDD-FDD CA anyway needs to declare the AS release as Rel-12, since the UE has to comply with the RAN1 specifications for Rel-12 and Rel-12 MAC, which would be a minor update as in [2]. Thus, Rel-10/11 ASN.1 has to be modified so that the UE can declare Rel-12 of AS Release in the UE capability signaling.
Nevertheless, it is worthwhile discussing if there is a benefit to allow early implementation with Rel-10/11 ASN.1. In conclusion, the following is proposed:
Proposal:
RAN2 is respectfully asked to discuss the possibility and benefit of allowing early implementation with Rel-10/11 ASN.1 for TDD-FDD CA.
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
