The size of the inter-frequency and intra-frequency neighbour cell list (NCL) is extended from 32 to 64 for each frequency layer for CELL_DCH, CELL_FACH, CELL_PCH and idle UEs. 
X.2 Event 1D report on secondary downlink frequency
-
Intra-frequency event 1D could be supported on the Secondary Downlink Frequency, which is configured and triggered independently over only one configured downlink frequency associated with the secondary serving HS-DSCH cell at the same time, or on the downlink frequency associated with the secondary uplink frequency if configured.
X.2 Ehanced Serving Cell Change for Event 1C
-
The enhanced Serving Cell Change procedure could also be applied to Event 1C, i.e. the UE can request the change of the HS-DSCH serving cell to a target cell via mornitoring Target cell HS-SCCH order after Event 1C is reported, the target cell is the best cell according to this Event 1C report.
