This paper discusses the issue of immature declaration of out-of-coverage by UE.   
2 Discussion

The general principle on resource usage considering different network cover scenario assumed so far seems that when UE is in out of network coverage (i.e. out of network control), it is allowed to use preconfigured resources, but while UE is in network coverage, it should strictly follow network policy including D2D configuration provided by the network.    
While UE is placed “within” overall network coverage, UE may experience temporal loss of coverage, in which UE may experience temporal system information acquisition failure and/or temporal loss of network synchronization. Here the ‘temporal’ implies that UE is likely to detect network coverage again within a short time or on a decent mobility. If the UE is allowed to declare immature out-of-coverage and immediately switches to preconfigured resources from network-provided resources which the UE has been using, such UE behavior seems against the general principle as described above because this UE may be (or will be) still in practice under network control. Such temporal coverage loss may not be infrequent in the operational environment of first responders where D2D based Public Safety UEs are operating. 
Then the question is how to prevent UE from declaring such immature out-of-coverage and doing too early resource fallback to preconfigured resources in order to enable network to hold the robust control of the UE operation. We may have to define a criterion by which UE is allowed to declare (mature) out-of-coverage and to do the subsequent actions like switching to preconfigured resources.   

If such criterion is defined, it should be applicable to UE in RRC_IDLE and RRC_CONNECTED. It should be also applicable to UE without RRC state. The simplest approach to define such criterion is to have a defined period of time so that UE is allowed to declare a mature out-of-coverage only if the concerned symptom of out-of-coverage is continuously observed for the time period.
