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1. Overall Description:
In the context of the WI on Further EUL Enhancements and specifically TTI Switching, it was indicated in the technical report that L1 signalling may be one possible method for the UE to indicate a TTI switch to the non-serving cells in soft handover.

RAN1 has discussed using E-DPCCH to perform this indication and is RAN1’s view that it is possible to use E-DPCCH to indicate a TTI switch to non-serving cells during SHO with sufficient reliability.
It should be noted that when switching from 2 ms TTI to 10 ms TTI, it is possible to use reserved E-TFCIs to convey the message. However, when switching from 10 ms to 2 ms TTI, reserved E-TFCIs do not exist for 10ms TTI Table 0, and thus an E-TFCI value needs to be reused from the table for conveying the message.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
RAN1 would like to inform RAN2 that E-DPCCH may be considered as an alternative to inform the non-serving cells of a TTI switch in SHO scenarios and asks RAN2 to take this information into account when determining the signalling procedures for TTI Switching. 
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
