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1. Overall Description:

In RAN2#85, RAN 2 has the following agreement for RACH:

· The NW should be able to determine that a UE is a low cost device based on Msg1 or Msg3 (decision depends on whether eNB needs to know which PRBs to use for Msg2)
The above shows that for random access response, it is possible for eNB to know whether a UE is TBS/bandwidth limited for random access response.

In RAN2#85, RAN 2 has the following agreement:

· Include the low complexity capability in the UE capability signalling message (possibly implicitly as part of a new category).
UE capability is stored in the MME and hence can be made available for idle mode paging. 
Therefore, the answer to the following question from RAN 1:
RAN1 respectfully asks RAN2 and RAN3 to response to the question on whether it is possible for eNB to know whether a UE is TBS/bandwidth limited or not for paging and random access response. 

Ans: Yes, it is possible for the eNB to know whether a UE is TBS/bandwidth limited or not for paging and random access response.
