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1. Introduction
After the previous RAN2 meeting, email discussions were carried out under [85bis#22][LTE/eIMTA] MAC aspects of eIMTA.

In section 2 of the contribution, we provide summary of the email discussions for the MAC aspects of eIMTA. 
Based on the summary, we also provide CR proposal in [1].

2. Summary of the email discussions
a) On whether or not to introduce a definition of PDCCH-monitoring-subframe
Two options were listed and companies expressed their preference. 

Option 1 To introduce the definition of PDCCH-monitoring-subframe and use it in Annex C (e.g., as in R2-141189), and

Option 2 To describe in DRX section without the new definition of PDCCH-monitoring-subframe, and clarify that Annex C is limited to non-eIMTA case (e.g., as in the attached document in Sunyoung’s previous email)
Summary: The majority’s preference seems to be Option 2. 

Proposed WF: To go with Option 2. 

The exacting wordings to capture the monitoring behaviour in section 5.7 were also discussed. The discussions are not detailed in this contribution for simplicity. 

b) On the changes regarding Active time
Summary: Regarding the changes in active time in section definition in 3.1, there are different views. 
· Common understanding seems to be that the exact definition of active time is according to section 5.7. 
· Four alternatives are seen in the discussions, i.e., 

1) No changes to active time definition in section 3.1

2) The definition of active time in section 3.1 is changed to “Time related to DRX operation, as defined in subclause 5.7, during which the UE monitors the PDCCH in either PDCCH-subframes, or downlink subframes or subframes including DwPTS in the TDD UL/DL configuration indicated by the recevied L1 eIMTA signalling.”
3) The definition of active time in section 3.1 is changed to “Active Time: Time related to DRX operation, as defined in subclause 5.7, during which the UE monitors the PDCCH in PDCCH-subframes.”
4) The definition of active time in section 3.1 is changed to “Active Time: Time related to DRX operation, as defined in subclause 5.7”
Proposed WF: Discuss and decide which alternative to agree on. 
c) On the changes regarding RACH

Summary: Two companies think there is no need to change the RACH part of the spec (one of the companies is fine to add a Note in the RACH section regarding RAR reception). Three companies think that some clarification is useful at least for the RAR reception. It was also pointed out that using “SIB1” in the proposed text is not suitable as that does not cover all the cases. 
Proposed WF: A note is added to section 5.1.4, clarifying that an eIMTA UE is not required to monitor the PDCCH of the PCell for Random Access Response(s) identified by RA-RNTI in subframes other than the downlink subframes and or subframes including DwPTS in TDD UL/DL configuration indicated by tdd-Config.
d) On the changes of Annex C

Summary: There seems to be no majority’s view regarding whether Annex C needs changes or not. But it seems clear that if any change is made to Annex C, majority’s view is to use a simple note instead of change the table in Annex C. 
Proposed WF: Use a simple note in Annex C to clarify the difference in eIMTA UE’s monitoring behaviour. 
e) Other aspects
· It was suggested to changed eIMTA “enabled” to “configured”, and that seems to be agreeable to all. 
· Concerns were raised on the wordings “the received DCI format 1C” or “the received L1 eIMTA command” in the DRX section. The intention seems to be clear, i.e., it refers to the L1 eIMTA command that is successfully received by the UE and considers as valid for the current time period. One suggestion is to use “a valid L1 signalling identified by eIMTA-RNTI”. The exact wording seems need further discussions.

· It was also suggested that changes are needed to section 7.7. The suggested change refers to the draft CR of TS 36.213, which is still under discussion in RAN1. 

3. Conclusion

This contribution summarizes the email discussions on the MAC CR. Based on the summary, a revised CR is provided in [1].
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
