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1. Introduction
RAN2 received an LS from RAN1 on LTE Rel-12 UE feature list [1]. The LS includes the feature list on the RAN1-led WIs. As usual, the UE feature list is prepared to develop the UE capability signalling ensuring a successful IOT. In order to create a stable CR on the capability signalling until the stage-3 freeze (September 2014), RAN2 should also start to prepare the feature list for our responsible WIs. This paper is aimed at this purpose.
NOTE:
In this exercise, the UE feature for LTE is discussed even for LTE/UMTS joint WIs. Namely, the UMTS features are out of the scope including the LTE/UMTS joint WIs.
2. Discussion
The UE feature list attached in this contribution is updated from [1] to try to fill in some of features specified under the RAN2-led WI. The followings are some remarks to explain the update.
· HetNet mobility enhancement and Beidou for LTE
These WIs have already been completed at least from RAN2 point of view. Feature grouping for these WIs is proposed in the attached feature list although some of features are not related to UE (context fetch and Beidou).

· MBMS MDT

Some of the aspects have already been added by RAN1. A note is also added to inform of RAN1 decision that one feature group is agreed from RAN1 perspective, but need for signalling is left to RAN2. The rest of the part has to be added taking into account the RAN2 progress.
· RAN enhancement for MTC

For this WI, introduction of a new feature is driven by SA2. Thus, SA2 should be responsible with them. One thing that RAN2 may have to take care is whether the UE is involved with the assistance information for SDDTE for which the capability signalling is needed. For the time being, it is FFS.

· Dual Connectivity, WLAN/LTE radio interworking and Smart Congestion Mitigation

For these WIs, it is premature to discuss the feature grouping and should wait for the progress.

· LTE TDD-FDD Joint Operation including CA
As can be seen in the feature list provided by RAN1 [1], RAN1 couldn’t reach a consensus on whether separate capability signalling is needed for the TDD-PCell case or not. RAN1 recommended TSG-RAN to decide it. However, RAN2 in the last meeting agreed that per-UE capability/IOT bit is introduced if TDD-PCell is agreed to support [2]. In the attached feature list, the RAN1 agreement is revised with our decision. It would be sensible for RAN2 to reply our decision to RAN1 in order to avoid the TSG-RAN involvement.
The following additional remarks on some of the WIs led by RAN1/4 are also provided, which would be related to our work.
· For LTE coverage enhancements, RAN1 agreed to split the enhanced TTI bundling into two features; one is the modified HARQ pattern and the other is no resource restriction. It is worth to highlight as the RAN2 agreed CRs have to be updated [3].
· For the increasing the minimum number of monitoring carriers led by RAN4, it would be good for RAN2 to discuss the required capability signalling together with RAN4. As discussed in the last meeting, this feature would require a certain impact to our responsible specifications. 
3. Summary and proposal
In conclusion, the followings are proposed:
Proposal 1:
RAN2 is respectfully asked to review the proposed update to the LTE Rel-12 UE feature list and try to update for further based on the progress at this meeting.

Proposal 2:
A reply LS should be sent to RAN1 to inform of RAN2 decision that a UE capability/IOT bit is introduced for TDD-PCell with the revised feature list.
A draft reply LS is provided in [4].
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
