Introduction
The UE behaviour upon entering PSM has been discussed in [85bis#12]. However, the discussion has not clearly dealt with failure information handling. Thus, this paper tries to clarify the UE behaviour for failure information upon entering PSM.
2.
Discussion 
When UE is switched off, the UE may discard the failure information. In other words, the UE releases the UE variable VarRLF-Report, VarConnEstFailReport. In the last meeting, RAN2 agreed that while in PSM, the UE is considered to be switched off from AS point of view. Then, it is questioned how the UE should handle this failure information upon entering PSM. 
Upon entering PSM, the UE may discard the failure information as in switch off or retain the information if available.
There seems to be no significant issues on whether the UE discards the information or not from both standardization point of view and UE implementation point of view. However, if the UE retains the failure information even after entering PSM, the UE may keep information unnecessarily regarding radio link failure and handover falure for a period longer than the network expects. Then, after exiting PSM, the UE would report their availability, however, the network may then not query for the logs. 
Besides, in order simply to align with actual power off and reduce the effort to manage the timer, we prefer to allow the UE to remove the failure information.
Proposal 1 UE may discard the failure information upon entering PSM.
If RAN2 decides that the UE may discard the failure information, regarding how to specify the above proposal, we prefer to write generally such as ‘AS considers power saving mode as switch-off’ instead of specifying at every applicable cases.

Conclusion
Regarding the failure information handling, we propose,
Proposal 1 UE may discard the failure information upon entering PSM.
