Access Control in Connected Mode (CELL_FACH and CELL_PCH)

For FDD, certain categories of UEs may be configured for Access Control in connected mode. This feature allows for a network to differentiate and control accesses of UE for DTCH transmission in CELL_FACH state and CELL_PCH with seamless transition to CELL_FACH, when Uplink congestion is being experienced.

The network may differentiate among the UE population by assigning UE’s to one of upto 16 defined access groups. The network can indicate the identity of the access group to which the UE is assigned in the Radio Bearer Setup, Radio Bearer Release or Radio Bearer Reconfiguration messages. At SRNS Relocation, the access group identity is cleared in the UE.
For each network assigned access group, the network can indicate in System Information whether the UE’s in CELL_FACH state or CELL_PCH state with seamless transition to CELL_FACH state, in that group are Blocked or Unblocked for DTCH data transmission.
When a network assigned access group transitions from ‘Blocked’ to ‘Unblocked’, each UE in the group can access the system after a delay. [FFS: whether the fixed delay is zero or if there is a need to specify a delay per access group]
