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1. Overall Description:

Power Saving Mode (PSM) is configured via NAS signalling; therefore the radio access network may not be aware whether a UE is configured with PSM. In order to take advantage of PSM’s power saving capacity, it is beneficial that the RNC knows whether a UE is configured with PSM so that the RNC may decide the best RRC state for the UE.
2. Actions:

To RAN3, and SA2
ACTION: 
RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 and SA2 to add an indication that the UE has been configured with Power Saving Mode (PSM) to the information signalled from the SGSN to the RNC, if considered feasible.
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
