	According to the agreements in RAN2 #86, the following configurations are not supported by multiflow operations while they are allowed from RRC signalling.

1.    the configuration results in more than 2 cells in one cell group;
2.    the configuration results in 3 cells on one node B for inter-Node B multiflow;

3.    the configuration results in both serving and assisting serving cells on the same Node B for inter-Node B multiflow;

4.    the configuration results in a secondary assisting serving cell without an assisting serving cell.
Among them, the last one is already captured in 25.308. Thus this CR only captures the first three agreements.
