	Default configuration #23 can be signalled by RRC Connection Setup message for establishing SRB over E-DCH and HS-DSCH. This configuration is mandatory for the UE from Rel-9.
It’s known that to enable a feature, one prerequisite is to have the feature sufficiently tested between UE and network vendors. Today the widely applied procedure is to pass  two independent IoTs before commercializing a feature.

Recently, it has been realized that IoT opportunities are limited such that the UE may not commercialize this mandatory feature in this specification.
