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1 Introduction

We think one outstanding issue for WLAN/3GPP Radio interworking is the handling of dedicated RAN assistance parameter upon cell reselection and UE actions if SIB17 is not present. In this contribution we provide a way forward for these issues.
2 Discussion

It has been identified that releasing dedicated RAN assistance parameters upon cell reselection will result in unnecessary traffic steering between WLAN and 3GPP which is expected to degrade user experience and system performance. We therefore propose:
Proposal 1 The UE shall keep the dedicated RAN assistance parameters upon intra-RAT cell (re)selection (and the timer shall be left running).
It should be further clarified that if the current cell doesn’t provide SIB 17, UE shall discard RAN assistance parameters. Note that this applies both to the case when the UE performs cell-reselection to a cell not providing SIB17 and the case when the current cell stops providing SIB17.
Proposal 2 The UE shall discard dedicated RAN assistance parameters if SIB17 is not present.
3 Conclusion

In this contribution we propose:
Proposal 1
The UE shall keep the dedicated RAN assistance parameters upon intra-RAT cell (re)selection (and the timer shall be left running).
Proposal 2
The UE shall discard dedicated RAN assistance parameters if SIB17 is not present.
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
