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1 Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for their LS in R1-141240 entitled “LS on Synchronization aspects for dual connectivity”. RAN4 has carried out an analysis of the issues raised by RAN1 in their LS. RAN4 recommends the following responses to the questions in the LS.

2 General guidelines and comments

3 Recommendation
RAN4 agreements are as follows:

For synchronized dual connectivity operation, the maximum receive timing difference (Δt) between signals from PCell and pSCell is assumed to be 33µs at the UE. This Δt includes:
· The maximum relative propagation time difference of 30 µs between PCell and pSCell for inter-band non-collocated scenario, and
· The maximum transmit timing misalignment of 3µs between Pcell and pSCell.
· This is not a network-wide synchronization assumption.
4 Actions:
To RAN WG1: RAN WG4 respectfully asks RAN WG1 to take into consideration the above agreements in their future work on dual connectivity.
