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1 Introduction

This contribution provides a summary of the outcome for the following email discussion:
· [LTE/MTC-LC] Running 36.331 CR capturing agreements made so far (Ericsson)
=> Intended outcome: Running 36.331 CR provided to next meeting
Companies were invited to review the draft CR and provide comments by Thursday 2014-07-31, 23:59 Pacific Time at the latest, so that there would be enough time to conclude the discussion and finalize the CR before the submission deadline. The final deadline of the email discussion was Thursday, 2014-08-07, 23:59 Pacific Time. Note that companies were welcome to comment on whether they prefer to use “Category 11” instead of “Category 0” when introducing the new UE category in the specifications, but the new UE category was captured as “Category 0” in the running CR with the intention to discuss this aspect within the context of the email discussion on running 36.306 CR [86#38].The running 36.331 CR from this email discussion can then be updated based on the outcome of the email discussion on running 36.306 CR [86#38] regarding the new UE category.
2 Discussion

2.1 Scope

The e-mail discussion aims to provide an agreeable running TS 36.331 CR on low complexity UEs reflecting the current status in RAN2. The e-mail discussion is structured as follows:

Review of proposed conclusions and the corresponding CR on introducing low complexity UEs in TS 36.331.
2.2 Capturing the agreements in TS 36.331
In this section, we provide a list of agreements, which can be captured in TS 36.331. Companies were expected to provide comments on whether they agree with how each agreement is captured in the running TS 36.331 and, if they do not, formulate how they would like the agreement to be captured in the specifications. 
· A low complexity UE considers a cell incapable of supporting the low complexity feature as barred cell and should not camp on it.

· RAN specifications should be kept MTC agnostic, i.e., if the new functionality introduced in the scope of this WI should only be applicable to specify applications or services that coupling shall be realized outside the AS by more concrete means than mere terminology.

· We use “Cat. 0 UE” in the specifications.  (Can consider 11 instead)
· A Cat. 0 UE may indicate any category in the legacy category field (1…5) and indicates with a new IE that it supports Cat. 0.

The running TS 36.331 CR provided in [1] captures the agreements given above except the one on the indication of any category in the legacy category field (1…5). Companies discussed whether the agreement should be captured in the running TS 36.306 CR or TS 36.331 CR, but there was no consensus. If it were to be captured in the running TS 36.331 CR since the current text in TS 36.306 has a functional meaning to achieve compatibility with earlier-release eNBs, one potential way could be the following:
	ue-Category
UE category as defined in TS 36.306 [5]. Set to values 01 to 10 in this version of the specification. For ASN.1 compatibility, a UE indicating category 0 shall also indicate any of the categories (1..5) in ue-Category (without suffix), which is ignored by the eNB.
