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Discussion and Decision
1. Introduction
As part of the Further EUL enhancements Work Item, it has been agreed by RAN2 that the Access Group mechanism will only control the DTCH transmissions of Ues in CELL_FACH and CELL_PCH with seamless transition to CELL_FACH, and that signalling (CCCH/DCCH) will not be controlled.
In this contribution we outline a consequence of this RAN2 agreement, and propose a possible improvement to minimise this consequence.
2. Discussion
When Traffic Volume Measurements (TVM) are enabled and the traffic volume threshold for Event 4a is exceeded a UE in CELL_FACH or CELL_PCH (seamless transition) will send a Measurement Report message to NW indicating that the event has triggered.. The reception of the Event 4a Measurement Report is typically followed by a state transition to CELL_DCH.
In a congestion situation, when there are not enough resources available in CELL_DCH, there is a risk that users will remain in CELL_FACH long after Event 4a has been triggered. If such a user is assigned to an Access Group which the NW has indicated as blocked in CELL_FACH, no data may be sent on the DTCH in uplink. However, the Measurement Report, which is sent on DCCH, will be repeated every "Pending time after trigger" as long as the Event 4a triggering condition is fulfilled. This will result in unnecessary load on the RACH/E-DCH at a time when the network is already experiencing congestion.
Therefore it is our opinion periodic reporting for 4a event in CELL_FACH should not apply (or be disabled) when the UE is blocked by the NW via Access Group control 

Proposal 1:
A UE in CELL_FACH or CELL_PCH (seamless transition) state which is assigned to an Access Group which is blocked shall only send the Measurement Report message due to Event 4a once, irrespective of the "periodic" reporting which is configured using the IE “Pending time after trigger”.
3. Conclusion

RAN2 is kindly requested to discuss and agree the following proposal:
Proposal 1:
A UE in CELL_FACH or CELL_PCH (seamless transition) state which is assigned to an Access Group which is blocked shall only send the Measurement Report message due to Event 4a once, irrespective of the "periodic" reporting which is configured using the IE “Pending time after trigger”.
