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Discussion and decision
1 Introduction

This contribution discusses signalling of reception resources for ProSe Communication, and proposes to introduce broadcast signalling while RAN2 is requested to discuss the need to also introduce dedicated signalling.

2 Discussion

During RAN2#85 the following agreement was reached:

3
SA resource pool used for monitoring when the UE is in coverage is configured by the eNB via RRC, dedicated or broadcasted

The current running CR on introducing ProSe in 36.331 includes comments and editors notes that it is FFS whether these resources can be provided by broadcast/ dedicated signalling, as the previous RAN2 agreement it was not really clear. I.e. the agreement did not clarify whether the SA Rx resource configuration is signalled via either dedicated or broadcasted or via both.

We think broadcast signalling, which can be regarded as the baseline, should be introduced. The main question is whether dedicated signalling also needs to be supported. Even if dedicated signalling is introduced, we see no need to limit use of the broadcasted SA Rx resources to idle mode. Hence we propose:

Proposal 1
Introduce broadcast signalling for the SA Rx resources. The resources in SIB may be used in idle as well as in connected

The signalling of the SA Rx resources limits the resources the UE needs to monitor while in (partial) coverage i.e. considering that when the UE is not synchronised/ lacks timing it more or less needs to do a blind search, (which  clearly consumes more power ). We however doubt the need to support dedicated signalling as a UE should receive all SA Tx transmissions (while also the gain of a slight reduction of the resources to monitor seems limited). Hence we propose:

Proposal 2
RAN2 is requested to discuss and conclude the need to introduce dedicated signalling for the SA Rx resources. If introduced, the SIB resources are still used in connected when no dedicated resources are configured

3 Conclusion & recommendation
This contribution discusses the signalling of reception resources for ProSe Communication. RAN2 is requested to conclude the following related proposals:

Proposal 1
Introduce broadcast signalling for the SA Rx resources. The resources in SIB may be used in idle as well as in connected

Proposal 2
RAN2 is requested to discuss and conclude the need to introduce dedicated signalling for the SA Rx resources. If introduced, the SIB resources are still used in connected when no dedicated resources are configured
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
