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1 Introduction
This paper makes detail proposals on the usage of RAN parameters when UE is out of service. 
2 Discussion
WLAN traffic steering based on RAN parameters comes with several benefits:
· It provides local load balancing. 

· It provides WLAN identities to the UE, to help WLAN detection and selection.

The local load balancing is only applicable when UE is served by a 3GPP cell. Thus it is not useful to apply parameters for load balancing when UE is out of service.
In normal in-service operation the UE updates its list of RAN provided WLAN identifiers as it moves through the network and different cells may provide different information. 

The WLAN identities indicates WLANs where the UE is likely to get service, and if a UE goes out of service, until a new list of WLAN identities has been provided it would be useful for a UE to use the stored WLAN identities. 
Proposal: The UE can use its stored list of RAN provided WLAN identities also when out of service, until it again camps normally on a EUTRA cell or UTRA cell.
