This paper addresses the issue of D2D carrier configuration, with multi-carrier capabilities taken into account. 
2 Discussion

Depending on 1) UE radio capabilities [1] and 2) the frequency band(s) UE is configured to perform D2D operation, the usable frequency bands for WAN communication would be different. Network then needs to know exactly the frequency bands UE performs D2D operations. Considering the D2D operations performed by multi-carrier capable UE, when network configures UE with D2D operations, it needs to explicitly indicate which frequency band(s) on which the UE is allowed to perform D2D operations, because otherwise network cannot determine whether or not the proper WAN operation on the concerned bands configured to the UE for WAN operation is guaranteed.  
Proposal 1 When network configures UE with D2D operation, it explicitly indicates frequency band(s) on which UE is allowed to perform D2D operation. 
On the other hand, UE may have its preference to a certain frequency band(s) in case multiple frequency bands support D2D operations. If UE is allowed to indicate to eNB this preference, eNB can attempt to ensure the D2D operation on the preferred frequency band(s) as much as possible, by performing e.g. inter-frequency handover or proper CA configuration etc. 
Proposal 2 UE is allowed to indicate its preferred frequency bands on which UE wants to perform D2D operation. 

3 Conclusion

Proposal 1 When network configures UE with D2D operation, it explicitly indicates frequency band(s) on which UE is allowed to perform D2D operation. 
Proposal 2 UE is allowed to indicate its preferred frequency bands on which UE wants to perform D2D operation. 
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
