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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank CT4 for the LS on the problem of UE radio capability information size. RAN2 discussed the problems of UE radio capability information size and the request to provide guidance on the maximum size of the E-UTRA radio capabilities an MME should be capable to store. Following discussion RAN2 would like to give following response:

· RAN2 could not agree on a new maximum size of the E-UTRA radio capabilities due to the fact that the maximum size of the E-UTRA radio capabilities continuously grows in each release with the introduction of new features, frequency bands and band combinations. 
· RAN2 recognized the need to solve the problems of UE radio capability information size in a future-proof way considering the facts that 
· first Rel-10 UE implementations are already exceeding the current MME storage limit of 510 octets,

· different network implementations with regard to the handling of this mandatory requirement were observed during IOT, and

· in some of these networks, due to the size of the UE radio capability information the Rel-10 UE was not able to attach successfully or to perform a CSFB call,

· the Rel-11 feature “Network-requested CA band combination signalling” that has been introduced in AS can be used by the eNB to reduce the size of the E-UTRA capabilities. However, it requires that both UE and network support this new feature. Furthermore, even with this feature the size of the E-UTRA capabilities can be up to 2K octets depending on the CA capabilities of the UE.

RAN2 will continue discussion to solve the problems and inform CT4 in time about the solution(s) that RAN2 agreed on.
