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1   Introduction
At RAN5#64 meeting, RAN5 discussed the rlf-InfoAvailable IE setting in test cases, and did not reach a consensus whether a Release 9 UE can include rlf-InfoAvailable IE in the RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message when UE undergoes a HO failure. 
In the LS to RAN2 [1] where the above is described, RAN2 is asked to clarify the rlf-InfoAvailable IE setting in the following two scenarios for Rel-9 UE:

1: UE never underwent a RLF before the HO failure happened;

2: UE had a RLF before the HO failure happened. 
In this contribution, we will analysis Rel-9 UE behaviour of setting rlf-InfoAvailable IE.
2   Discussion
In Rel-9 specification, rlf-InfoAvailable IE is introduced in the RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message followed by RLF or HOF to indicate the availability of the last occurrence of radio link failure. It shall be noted that the rlf-InfoAvailable IE is not related to Handover failure before RLF enhancement is introduced in Rel-10.
In addition, no explicit RLF log discard mechanism is specified in Rel-9, which means how long time the latest RLF log is stored in UE and whether to discard the latest RLF log upon detach or power off are up to UE implementation for Rel-9 UE. It is also unclear whether the UE will discard the RLF log upon fetched by network,  which implies that the UE may indicate rlf-InfoAvailable IE for the last occurrence of radio link failure many times in the following RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete messages after the RLF.
Therefore, we have the following answers for the two questions:
1: UE never underwent a RLF before the HO failure happened
Answer: UE will not include rlf-InfoAvailable IE in such case, since the rlf-InfoAvailable IE is not related to Handover failure in Rel-9.
2: UE had a RLF before the HO failure happened. 

Answer: UE may or may not include rlf-InfoAvailable IE in such case. Since no explicit RLF log discard mechanism is specified in Rel-9, it is up to UE implementation when to discard the RLF log. If UE experiences detach or power off between the RLF and HO failure, the UE may discard the last RLF log and thus will not include rlf-InfoAvailable IE in the followed RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message.
