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	Reason for change:
	Timer T350 is used to control how long the UE applies wlan-OffloadDedicated in idle mode. Currently it is not specified how to handle wlan-OffloadDedicated if t350 is not configured.
Generally, most of the dedicated configurations are used when the UE is in connected mode, and the dedicated configurations will be released upon entering idle mode. The introduction of timer T350 allows wlan-OffloadDedicated to be used also in idle mode for some time. Therefore, if t350 is not configured, it should be obvious that wlan-OffloadDedicated is released upon entering idle just like most of other dedicated configurations. 
Furthermore, if wlan-OffloadDedicated is kept in idle mode while there is no timer T350 to control its validity period, network is unable to control the configuration as long as the UE doesn’t enter connected mode or reselect another cell. This seems not desirable.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	If wlan-OffloadDedicated is configured but t350 is not configured, the UE releases wlan-OffloadDedicated and applies wlan-OffloadConfigCommon broadcasted in SIB17 upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Handling of dedicated configuration when T350 is not configured is not specified.

UE actions upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED

Upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED, the UE shall:

1>
reset MAC;

stop all timers that are running except T320, T325 and T330;

release all radio resources, including release of the RLC entity, the MAC configuration and the associated PDCP entity for all established RBs;

indicate the release of the RRC connection to upper layers together with the release cause;

if leaving RRC_CONNECTED was triggered neither by reception of the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message nor by selecting an inter-RAT cell while T311 was running:

enter RRC_IDLE and perform procedures as specified in TS 36.304 [4, 5.2.7];
