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1 Introduction

In TS 36.331, actions in TS 36.304 are executed:

-
upon re-establishment

-
upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED

For these two cases, we would like to discuss whether the actions introduced in TS 36.304 for 3GPP/WLAN interworking are correct.
2 Discussion
In RAN2#87, it was agreed that
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2.1 Leaving RRC_CONNECTED

For this case, the agreement at RAN2#87 is unambiguous.

According to TS 36.331:
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In TS 36.304, subclause 5.2.7 for "Cell Selection when leaving RRC_CONNECTED" indicates that:
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In TS 36.304, subclause 5.6.1 for "RAN assistance parameter handling in RRC_IDLE" indicates that:
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It is not so clear whether section 5.6.1 applies to the case of leaving RRC_CONNECTED. However:

-
if one considers that the UE applies 5.6.1 when leaving RRC_CONNECTED, the UE will always discard dedicated RAN assistance parameters because cell selection is applied

-
if one considers that the UE does not apply 5.6.1 when leaving RRC_CONNECTED, the UE will not discard dedicated RAN assistance parameters in case another cell than the PCell is selected

Proposal 1: Correct TS 36.304 for the case of leaving RRC_CONNECTED, so that the UE discards dedicated RAN assistance parameters only if the UE camps on another cell than the PCell.

2.2 Re-establishment

Although it was not clearly captured in the meeting minutes, it was discussed in RAN2#87 that re-establishment was similar to handover: the cell where the connection is successfully re-established has the full UE configuration and can apply delta signalling.
Proposal 2: Confirm that re-establishment is handled like handover (the cell where re-establishment is successful applies delta signalling, the UE does not autonomously discard dedicated WLAN interworking parameters).

In case of re-establishment, TS 36.331 indicates in section 5.3.7.2:
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In principle, the title of section 5.6.1 in TS 36.304 is "RAN assistance parameter handling in RRC_IDLE" so one could already understand that the sentence only applies to UEs in RRC_IDLE, i.e. not for re-establishment.

Nevertheless, a misinterpretation would result in the UE using broadcast parameters while the eNB thinks that UE is using broadcast parameters, potentially for a long time and could affect the whole feature. Therefore, we have a preference to clarify this aspect.
Proposal 3: Clarify in TS 36.304 that discarding parameters in case of cell selection is only for UEs in RRC_IDLE, i.e. not for selection during re-establishment.

3 Conclusion
We propose to:
Proposal 1: Correct TS 36.304 for the case of leaving RRC_CONNECTED, so that the UE discards dedicated RAN assistance parameters only if the UE camps on another cell than the PCell.
Proposal 2: Confirm that re-establishment is handled like handover (the cell where re-establishment is successful applies delta signalling, the UE does not autonomously discard dedicated WLAN interworking parameters).
Proposal 3: Clarify in TS 36.304 that discarding parameters in case of cell selection is only for UEs in RRC_IDLE, i.e. not for selection during re-establishment.
We provide in R2-144524 a draft CR to TS 36.304 according to these proposals.
Upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED, the UE shall:

1>	if leaving RRC_CONNECTED was triggered neither by reception of the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message nor by selecting an inter-RAT cell while T311 was running:


2>	enter RRC_IDLE and perform procedures as specified in TS 36.304 [4, 5.2.7];


2>	start timer T350, if the UE is configured with wlan-OffloadDedicated; and if the UE is configured with t350;








On transition from RRC_CONNECTED to RRC_IDLE, UE shall attempt to camp on a suitable cell according to redirectedCarrierInfo, if included in the RRCConnectionRelease message. If the UE cannot find a suitable cell, the UE is allowed to camp on any suitable cell of the indicated RAT. [...]








Upon T350 expiry or upon cell selection/reselection the UE shall discard the RAN assistance parameters received in the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message and apply the RAN assistance parameters received in SystemInformationBlockType17.





6	The UE releases RAN assistance parameters upon cell re-selection/selection/re-direction to another cell (including inter-RAT). (Can come back during this week if more support)





6a	For handover, the normal delta signalling is applied. 





Upon initiation of the procedure, the UE shall:

1>	perform cell selection in accordance with the cell selection process as specified in TS 36.304 [4];
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
