This paper clarifies the stage-3 level UE behaviors regarding reselection to ProSe carrier.  
2 Discussion

In the last meeting, RAN2 agreed the following statement to enable PS UE to camp on ProSe carrier for ProSe communication. 
	4
An IDLE UE may reselect to the ProSe carrier once it detects a suitable cell there. 


This agreement is more or less stage-2 level agreement and more accurate requirements should be defined to properly capture UE behaviors in stage3 specifications. For this purpose, we first look at the current UE behaviors regarding CSG and MBMS where UE may reselect a frequency of its interest by autonomous priority handling as shown in the Table1. 

Table1. Reselection priorities handling in section 5.2.4.1 of TS 36.304

	While the UE is camped on a suitable CSG cell, the UE shall always consider the current frequency to be the highest priority frequency (i.e. higher than the eight network configured values), irrespective of any other priority value allocated to this frequency. If the UE is capable of MBMS Service Continuity and receiving or interested to receive an MBMS service and can only receive this MBMS service while camping on a frequency on which it is provided, the UE may consider that frequency to be the highest priority during the MBMS session [2] as long as the reselected cell is broadcasting SIB13 and as long as:

SIB15 of the serving cell indicates for that frequency one or more MBMS SAIs included in the MBMS User Service Description (USD) [22] of this service; or

-
SIB15 is not broadcast in the serving cell and that frequency is included in the USD of this service.

If the UE is not capable of MBMS Service Continuity but has knowledge on which frequency an MBMS service of interest is provided, it may consider that frequency to be the highest priority during the MBMS session [2] as long as the reselected cell is broadcasting SIB13.


The basic principle regarding the autonomous priority handling is that UE may consider the interesting frequency to be the highest priority under the defined condition. For CSG case, the condition is that UE shall be a CSG member of the cell, and for MBMS, the condition includes UE capability and MBMS related SIB broadcast status. The importance of defining conditions is two folds: to restrict the chance that UE is allowed to apply such a autonomous priority handling, and 2) to ensure the service (continuity) of interest. 

We think the same principle can be applied to reselection to ProSe carrier, and the MBMS seems to be the best practice which can be reused as much as possible for this case. 
 Proposal 1
If the UE is interested to perform ProSe communication and can only perform this ProSe communication while camping on a frequency on which ProSe communication is provided, the UE may consider that frequency to be the highest priority during the ProSe communication session
