1 Introduction
This paper discusses the desirable behaviors of cell selection during re-establishment.   
2 Discussion

Let us assume that UE is in RRC_CONNECTED and is performing ProSe communication on its serving frequency. If RLF happens and re-establishment is initiated, UE first performs cell selection. 
As we agreed, the UE is then performing mode2 operation allowed for exceptional case.  

Then UE may find a suitable cell during cell selection, on the same or different carrier, that however does not support ProSe related functions/signaling. In this case it is questionable whether UE should continue re-establishment procedure or not. Even though we agreed to support mode2 operation during re-establishment, it is not clear if such exceptional behaviors shall be allowed also in the cell where ProSe is not supported at all. 
If PS UE select a suitable cell that does not support ProSe communication during re-establishment and continues re-establishment by sending re-establishment request message, the re-establishment would be rejected because the cell would be highly likely not prepared. UE then goes to RRC_IDLE and experiences interruption of ProSe communication until UE reselect another cell and receives a proper configuration for ProSe communication in idle or connected.  .  
On the other hand, if UE can know that the selected cell does not support ProSe communication and therefore ignore the cell and try to select until finding a cell supporting a ProSe communication (but not necessarily providing radio resources for ProSe communication). If there is a suitable cell supporting a ProSe communication, then re-establishment will succeed, and ProSe communication can enter normal state again. 

 Proposal 1
For a UE interested in ProSe communication on its serving frequency, UE ignores a cell that does not support ProSe communication, during cell selection triggered by re-establishment.
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
