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1. Overall Description
During RAN5#64 discussion of modification of TS 36.523-1 TC 8.2.4.14 and TC 8.2.4.14a, RAN5 cannot reach a consensus whether a Release 9 UE can include rlf-InfoAvailable IE in the RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message when UE undergoes a HO failure.

As per TS 36.331 v9.18.0 section 5.3.7.5:

1> set the content of RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message as follows:

2> include the rlf-InfoAvailable and set it to true, if the UE has radio link failure information available that is related to the last occurrence of radio link failure;

TS 36.331 v10.13.0 section 5.3.7.5:

set the content of RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message as follows:

if the UE has radio link failure or handover failure information available in VarRLF-Report and plmn-Identity stored in VarRLF-Report is equal to the RPLMN:

store the following handover failure information in VarRLF-Report by setting its fields as follows:

clear the information included in VarRLF-Report, if any;

From the above RAN5 can deduct that a Release 10 UE will clear any previous radio link failure information stored in VarRLF-Report, if any, before it stores the handover failure information in VarRLF-Report. However, because similar text does not exist in Release 9 of TS 36.331, RAN5 is uncertain if Release 9 UE will clear any previous radio link failure information, if any, before setting the rlf-InfoAvailable in the RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message due to a HO failure.
In particular RAN5 is uncertain, of the Rel-9 UE behaviour in the following two scenarios:
1: UE never underwent a RLF before the HO failure happened;
2: UE had a RLF before the HO failure happened.
2. Actions
RAN5 respectfully hopes to get clarification from RAN2 if a Release 9 UE can include rlf-InfoAvailable IE under HO failure scenario in RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message for the above two scenarios. 
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
