	Reason for change:
	According to TS25.331 (section 8.5.2) and TS25.304 (section 5.2.7) , the UE will always perform cell selection procedure when leaving connected mode. Moreover, the UE will discard the dedicated assistance information upon cell selection according to TS25.304 (section 5.10.1). It means that the dedicated assistance parameters is always discarded by UE when leaving connected mode and the mechanism of dedicated assistance parameters never works for idle mode.
In other cases, the UE in idle mode also will discard the dedicated assistance parameters upon cell selection to the same cell, while T330 is not expired.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	When leaving connected mode, the UE only discards the dedicated assistance parameters upon cell selection to another cell than the previous serving cell. The same applies for UE which performs cell selection to the same cell.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The mechanism of dedicated assistance parameters does not work for idle mode.

RAN assistance parameter handling in Idle mode, CELL_PCH, URA_PCH and CELL_FACH

RAN assistance parameters may be provided to the UE in System information block type 23, in the UTRAN MOBILITY INFORMATION message or in the CELL UPDATE CONFIRM message. Which set of RAN assistance parameters is applicable for the rules in sub-clause 5.10.2 is defined in [4]. RAN assistance parameters received in System information block type 23 are valid only if the UE is camped on a suitable cell.

The UE in CELL_FACH state shall apply the parameters obtained via dedicated signalling if such have been received from the serving cell; otherwise the UE shall apply the parameters obtained in System information block type 23. Upon cell reselection the UE shall discard the dedicated parameters.

The UE in Idle mode, CELL_PCH or URA_PCH state shall keep and apply the parameters obtained via dedicated signalling. Otherwise the UE shall apply the parameters obtained in System information block type 23. Upon T330 expiry, upon cell reselection, and cell selection to another cell than the serving cell (or the best cell in case of UEs previously in CELL_DCH state and configured with DCHs only), the UE shall discard the RAN assistance parameters received in the UTRAN MOBILITY INFORMATION message or in the CELL UPDATE CONFIRM message and apply the RAN assistance parameters received in System information block type 23.
The upper layers in the UE shall be notified (see TS 24.302 [28]) whenever changes in the current RAN assistance parameters occur, if upper layers require so.
