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1 Introduction
In this paper we discuss whether usage index is needed per discovery resource pool or not.
2 Discussion
RAN1 has discussed the parameters for discovery resource configuration and has sent the LS with list of agreed RRC parameters [1]. RAN 1 has decided that up to four discovery resource TX pools can be configured in a cell. A parameter ‘Usage Index’ is included in each discovery resource pool (TX/RX).
RAN 1 Agreement Meeting #78bis [2]
· The discovery pools RRC configuration can indicate a usage index per pool to reserve the pool for specific usages

· Details (number and meaning of indices, rules for UE behavior) are up to RAN2
· If more than 1 resource pool with the same usage index is configured for type 1 discovery, the network configures the method for the UE to select the resource pool among the pools with a given usage index; the following methods are supported:

· Random, subject to meeting the UE and network power configurations 

· Default if no other method is configured

· UE RSRP measurement 

· For each pool, an upper RSRP value and a lower RSRP value are configured 
· For each value: {-infinity, -110 … -60, +infinity}dBm, increments of 10dB
Observation 1: RAN 1 has not defined the specific usages for which resource pools can be reserved. It is left for RAN2 to decide.
Some of the papers [3] in RAN1 have proposed to reserve discovery resource pool for public safety usage. Similar reservation of discovery resource pool for public safety usage was proposed in paper [4] and discussed in last RAN2 meeting. However it was decided that such reservation is not needed.
We have earlier also agreed in RAN2 that content of discovery message is transparent to Access Stratum (AS) and no distinction in AS is made for ProSe Direct Discovery models and types of ProSe Direct Discovery[5]. 

So we propose that there is no need to indicate a usage index per discovery resource pool to reserve the discovery resource pool for specific usages.
