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1   Introduction

While T310 is running, the UE may use  Mode-2 fallback resources




However, RAN2 has not noticed the impacts of this agreement. 
2   Discussion 
RAN2 has agreed the following exceptional cases for the UE to switch to mode 2 autonomously.

· T310 is running;

· T311/T301 is running.

When T310 is running, the UE switches to mode 2 autonomously. However, it is possible that the UE has already reported the ProSe BSR successfully, as shown in Fig.1. 
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Fig.1 UE get D2D grant during T310
The eNB does not know that T310 of the UE is running and the has switched to mode 2 autonomously. Therefore, the eNB will schedule D2D resources to this UE even the UE has switched to use mode 2 exceptional resource pool. 
Observation 1: In case of T310 running, the UE switches to mode 2, but the eNB is not aware of the situation, and could continue schedule D2D resources simultaneously.
In this case, the behavior of this UE should be clearly specified. There are two possible behaviors:

· Behavior 1: the UE uses the D2D grants scheduled by the eNB;

· Behavior 2: the UE discards the D2D grants.

To avoid the resources wasted, the UE could use the D2D resources scheduled by the eNB even if mode 2 is used simultaneously. Once the UE receives N311 consecutive in-sync indications from lower layers and the T310 is stopped, the UE will switch back to mode 1 autonomously, and continue the ProSe BSR procedure for mode 1 resource allocation. 
Proposal 1: Even if the UE switches to mode 2 autonomously when T310 is running, to avoid the resources wasted, the UE can use the D2D resources scheduled by the eNB.

It is also possible that the UE receives the RRC configuration signaling with a mode 2 normal resource pool for mode switch (i.e., switch to mode 2) from eNB while T310 is running.  
Observation 2: When T310 is running, the UE could receive the RRC signaling from the eNB to configure the UE to use mode 2 together with a mode 2 normal resource pool.

In case the configured mode 2 resource pool is different than the mode 2 fallback resource pool, the UE needs to handle this exception. There are two options: 
· option 1: the UE continues to use the mode 2 fallback tx resources (only for exceptional cases).
· option 2: the UE switches to the  mode 2 resource pool indicated in the RRC configuration signaling.
In this case, it is better for the UE to follow the configuration from the eNB, so that the eNB and the UE will conform to the same configuration.
Proposal 2: When T310 is running, the UE should follow the configuration from the eNB when the eNB configures the UE to use mode 2 in another resource pool. 
3   Conclusion 
In this contribution, we discussed the impacts of the T310 exceptional case.  We had the following observations.

Observation 1: In case of T310 running, the UE switches to mode 2, but the eNB is not aware of the situation, and could continue schedule D2D resources simultaneously.
Observation 2: When T310 is running, the UE could receive the RRC signaling from the eNB to configure the UE to use mode 2 together with a mode 2 normal resource pool.

To handle these issues, we had the following proposals.

Proposal 1: Even if the UE switches to mode 2 autonomously when T310 is running, to avoid the resources wasted, the UE can use the D2D resources scheduled by the eNB.

Proposal 2: When T310 is running, the UE should follow the configuration from the eNB when the eNB configures the UE to use mode 2 in another resource pool.
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
