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1. Overall Description:

Since RAN2#89 meeting, RAN2 has been discussing that PUCCH is configured also in SCell for the CA enhancements. One issue is whether to apply the activation/deactivation even in the PUCCH SCell. In legacy CA and DC, the serving cells having PUCCH, namely PCell and PSCell are always regarded as activated. However, RAN2 made an agreement to apply activation/deactivation to the PUCCH SCell even though it has PUCCH.
If assuming to support the activation/deactivation in PUCCH SCell, three aspects would impact the current specification:
1) New behaviour regarding PUCCH transmission upon PUCCH SCell activation and deactivation need to be captured in TS36.321;
2) New timing requirement regarding PUCCH transmission/reporting need to be captured in TS36.213 and TS36.133 and;
3) New interruption requirement for PUCCH SCell may need to be defined in TS36.133.
RAN2 realized that the second and third aspect might require a lot of RAN4 work. Accordingly, RAN2 would like to request the opinion of RAN4.
