	Reason for change:
	It is very ambiguous in the current specification how to handle the reserved values received on MCH. Moreover, handling of unknown values received on MCH is not specified.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. Make it clear that only the fields related to reserved or unknown values are ignored.
2. Misleading text is split into two bullets, one for MAC PDU and the other for MAC CE.
3. Handling of unknown values is added.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:

When a MAC entity receives a MAC PDU for the MAC entity’s C-RNTI or Semi-Persistent Scheduling C-RNTI, or by the configured downlink assignment, containing reserved or invalid values, the MAC entity shall:
-	discard the received PDU.
When a MAC entity receives a MAC PDU on MCH containing reserved or unknown values, the MAC entity shall:
-	ignore the fields in theMAC PDU subheader containing reserved or unknown values and the corresponding MAC SDU;
-	andin the MAC control elements, ignore the fields containing reserved or unknown values and the corresponding parts fields associated with the reserved or unknown valuesindicated by the fields in the received PDU.
