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	Reason for change:
	UE behaviour to handle reception of reserved values on MCH is considered not clear and it has been agreed to clarify it from Rel-12.
In RAN2#69, the agreement is to go for option 2a and 3b in R2-101318:

Proposal 2a:  ignore the received LCID and the associated Stop MTCH in MSI MAC Control Element if the LCID is a reserved value.
Proposal 3b:  ignore the received Stop MTCH and the associated MTCH if the Stop MTCH is a reserved value. (i.e. UE consider that no MSI for the associated MTCH is received.)
It can be observed that the agreed UE behaviour is to only ignore the fields containing reserved values and the parts corresponding to the fields, but not to ignore the whole MAC Control Element. Unfortunately, the agreement may not be captured clearly (CR 0421). So, it is proposed to clarify UE behaviour based on the agreement made before.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	When a MAC entity receives a MAC PDU on MCH containing reserved values, the MAC entity shall ignore the fields, in the PDU header and in the control elements, containing reserved values and the corresponding parts indicated by the fields in the received PDU.
Impact analysis

Impacted functionality:

Inter-operability:

· If network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, the UE may ignore whole MAC Control Element containing reserved values on MCH.
